An Act to consolidate and amend the law
relating to Police For ce in the State of Chhattisgarh and
matters connected therewith incidental ther eto.

Beit enacted by the Chhattisgarh State L egidature
in the Fifty-eighth year of Republic of India asfollows :-

CHAPTER 1- PRELIMINARY

of 1860).



CHAPTER - 11

CONSTITUTION AND ORGANIZATION OF THE POLICE.

(1) There shall be a State Police for the Constitution_
State, as an agency of the Gover nment. of State Police

(2) The State Police shall consist of such
ranks and number and have such
organisation as the Gover nment may,
by general or special order, deter mine.

(3) The organization of the State Police may
includetraining institutions, resear ch and
development bureaus, technical and support
services, intelligence and criminal
investigation units and other bodies and
units as determined by the State Gover nment
from timeto time.

(1) The State Government may, by notification, Police Zones
dividethe entire geographical area of and Ranges.
the State into one or more Police Zones.

(2) The administration of the Policein the
Police Zone shall vest in an officer of the
Rank of Inspector General of Police.

(3) The State Government may, by notification,
dividethe entire geographical area of
Zoneinto oneor more Police Ranges.

(4) Theadministration of the Police
in the Police Range shall vest in an officer
not below the rank of Deputy

Inspector General of Police.
(1) The State Government may, by notification, Police

divide the geographical area of the State Didrict.
into Police District:

(2) Theadministration of policein a Police
