2. In this Act, un less the context otherwise requires 
"adult pr i soner" m e a n s a n y p r i soner o f t h e a p p a r e n t a g e o f tw^i t ty^ ta t ion 

one years or more; 
"appe l lan t pr i soner" m e a n s a n y convic ted criminal p r i soner who is 

detained in a prison as a result of a conviction which is the subject 
m a t t e r o f a n a p p e a l which h a s b e e n e n t e r e d o r l o d g e d b u t the 
decision in regard to which has not been given; 

"civil p r i soner" m e a n s a debtor , a p e r s o n o r d e r e d to be d e t a i n e d in 
custody under the provisions ofthe Mental Diseases Ordinancg a or^ 
detainee under the Preventive Detention Act; C a p . 490 

"Commissioner" means the Commissioner of Prisons; 
"conv ic ted cr iminal p r i sone r " m e a n s a n y cr iminal p r i s o n e r u n d e r 

s e n t e n c e of a cour t or cour t -mart ia l or the Military Cour t or a 
Spec ia l Tribunal and includes a p e r s o n de ta ined in prison unde r 
section 57 ofthe Criminal Procedure Code; C a p . 20 

"criminal prisoner" means any person duly committed to custody under 
a writ, w a r r a n t or o r d e r of a n y c o u r t o r au thor i ty e x e r c i s i n g 
criminal jurisdiction or by order o f a court-martial or the Military 
Court or a Special Tribunal; 
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"Deputy commissioner" m e a n s the Deputy Commiss ioner of Pr i sons ; 
"deserter means a prison officer who absents himself from duty without 

r easonab le c a u s ^ for a period of fourteen days or more ; 
"medical officer, m e a n s the m e d i c a l officer appo in t ed by the Chief 

Medical officer or other officer authorized by him to be the medical 
officer of a prison, or, if no medical officer has been so appointed, 
m e a n s the m e d i c a l officer o f t h e district in which the P r i son is 
s i t u a t e d a b s e n c e a n y o t h e r m e d i c a l off icer e m p l o y e d b y 
the Government;

CONSTITUTION AND ADMINISTRATION OF THE SERVICE 

3- . ( l )The Tanganyika Prisons Service shall consist of the membeEfoposition 
ofthe Service appointed or d e e m e d to have been appointed undejibMce 
Act. 

(2) The Service shall consist of such ranks of senior and subordinate 
prison officers as the Minister may, by notice in the Gazette, specify, 
and prison, officers shall have seniority as so specified. 
4.-(I) W h e n e v e r it is n e c e s s a r y for the safe cus tody of p r i s o n e r s T i n i p o r a r y 

any prison or hospital or being transported from one prison to anolfeejn 
or for any other purpose the Commiss ioner or, subject to the appKxfisaik 
ofthe Commissioner , an officer-in-charge of a prison may appoint so 
m a n y f i t a n d p r o p e r p e r s o n s a s m a y b e d e e m e d e x p e d i e n t t o ac t a s 
temporary prison officers, upon such conditions as may be prescribed. 

(2) Every temporary prison officer shall, while so acting, be vested 
with the same powers , functions and responsibilities, perform the same 
duties and be subject to the s a m e discipline and authority as a prison 
officer. 

(3) Where in any prison the n u m b e r of prison officers detailed for 
du ty t h e r e i n i s insufficient t o s e c u r e t he g o o d m a n a g e m e n t a n d 
administration thereof, it shall be lawful for the officer-in-charge of such 
pr i son , with the c o n s e n t o f t h e I n s p e c t o r - G e n e r a l of Pol ice or his 
representa t ive , to employ temporarily such n u m b e r of police officers 
as he may consider necessa ry to perform the duties of prison officers in 
such prison. 

(4) Every police officer appointed in pursuance of subsection (3) shall 
have all the powers, functions, and responsibilities and perform in respect 
o f t he prison for which he is so appoin ted all -the duties of a prison 
officer o f t he c lass to which the officer-in-charge shal l appoint and , 
for the purposes of this Act, shall be deemed to be a prison officer. 

5.-(l) The Commissioner shall, subject to the orders and directioo&eral 
of the Pres ident , have the administrative c o m m a n d , superintendeffiSe, 
control and direction of the prisons and prison officers of Tanganyikae 
and, subject to this Act and to such regulations as may be made fi?g 1re l i S l o n 

under , a n d to a n y o ther written law, m a y m a k e s u c h a p p o i n t m e n t s , 
promotions, transfers and reductions in ranks and grades of subordinate 
officers as he may see fit. 

(2) The Commissioner may, subject to, the provisions of this Act and 
to the orders and directions o f the Minister from time to t ime, frame 
orders and regulations for the observance of all prison officers and may 
also frame orders for the general government of such persons in relation 
to their enlistment, discharge, training, arms and accouterments, clothing 
and equipment, place of residence, classification and particular services, 
as well as their distribution and inspection and m a y also frame such 
other orders and regulations relative to the said, prison officers as he 
may deem expedient for preventing neglect or abuse , and for rendering 
such prison officers efficient in the d ischarge of their duties and for 
promoting discipline. 
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Commiss ione r 6. The commissioner shall Periodically visit and inspect, or cause to 
be visited and inspected, all prisons within Tanganyika. 
7 . - ( l ) The D e p u t y C o m m i s s i o n e r m a y , on the directions o f t h e 

Commissioner, exercise any ofthe powers or perform any ofthe duties 
ves ted in or ass igned to the Commissioner by or under this Act or any 
regulations m a d e the reunde r or by or unde r any other written law. 

(2) The Commissioner may delegate any ofthe powers vested in him 
by this Act or any regulations made thereunder or, save where a contrary 
intention a p p e a r s therein, by any Other written law, to an Ass i s tan t 
commissioner. 

8 . - ( l ) The control of every prison shall be v e s t e d in s u c h prison 
officer as m a y b e a p p o i n t e d by the C o m m i s s i o n e r to be in c h a r g e 
thereof. 

(2) Every officer-in-charge shall supervise and control all matters in 
c o n n e c t i o n with the pr i son to which he is a p p o i n t e d , a n d shal l be 
responsible to the Commiss ioner for the conduct and t rea tment of the 
prison officers and prisoners under his control and for the due observance 
by prison officers and prisoners ofthe requirements of this Act and ofthe 
regulations made and instructions and orders issued thereunder. 

(3) Every officer-in-charge shall be charged with the safe custody 
of a r m s , a c c o u t e r m e n t s , ammuni t ion , clothing a n d all o the r public 
s tores a n d foodstuffs i s s u e d a n d del ivered for the u s e o f the pr ison, 
the pr ison officers a n d the p r i soners u n d e r his control a n d with all 
public money for which he may be held accountable , and also, subject 
t o t h e p rov i s ions o f this Act a n d o f a n y ru l e s m a d e t h e r e u n d e r , 
with all v a l u a b l e s , m o n e y , art icles of clothing a n d o t h e r p roper ty 
en t rus ted to his keeping as being the property of pr i soners , and shall 
a c c o u n t for the s a m e in c a s e of their be ing los t or d a m a g e d other­
wise than by unavoidable accident, theft, robbery or lawful use. 

PART in 
P O W E R S , DUTIES AND PRIVILEGES O F P R I S O N O F F I C E R S 

9.-(l) Every prison officer shall exercise such powers and perform 
s u c h dut ies as are by law confer red or i m p o s e d on pr ison officers 
of his r ank , a n d sha l l o b e y all lawful d i rec t ions in r e s p e c t o f t h e 
execution of his office which he may from time to time receive from 
his senior officers. 

(2) Every prison officer shall be d e e m e d to be on duty at all times 
and m a y at any time be detai led for duty in any par t of Tanganyika . 

10. While in charge of pr isoners for the purpose of conveying any 
pr i soner to or from a prison or for the pu rpose of a p p r e h e n d i n g any 
p r i s o n e r w h o m a y h a v e e s c a p e d f r o m a pr i son , o r w h o m a y h a v e 
e s c a p e d while being conveyed to or from a prison, or for the purpose 
o f p r e v e n t i n g t h e r e s c u e o f a n y p r i s o n e r o r for t h e p u r p o s e 
of preventing an, attack on a prison, every Prison officer shall have all 
the powers and privileges of a police officer. 

11. Any prison officer may, on reasonable suspicion that any person 
is a deser ter , a r res t such pe r son without a warrant and shall forthwith 
take him before a magistrate.

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12.-(1) Any prison officer may examine anything within, or being p O W e r t o 

b r o u g h t into o r o u t of, a p r i s o n a n d m a y s t o p a n d s e a r c h anvynine 

vehicle or p e r s o n within a pr i son or go ing into or ou t of a p r i s i w r e o n s or 

or, w h e t h e r within or o u t s i d e a p r i s o n , a n y p e r s o n w h o , or^afoiy^s 
vehicle which, is without authority close to a prisoner if he has reason 
to s u s p e c t that such pe r son or vehicle is carrying a prohibited article 
or any property belonging to the Gove rnmen t in use in a prison. 

(2) A senior officer on duty in a prison m a y refuse admiss ion to 
the prison to any person who is not willing to be searched. 

(3) A s e n i o r officer on duty in a p r i son m a y o r d e r a n y p e r s o n 
within a pr ison who refuses to be s e a r c h e d to leave the prison and , 
if such a pe r son refuses to leave, may cause him to be removed from 
the p r i s o n , a n d for t h a t p u r p o s e m a y u s e s u c h force a s m a y b e 
necessary. 

(4) If on stopping and searching any vehicle or pe r son under sub ­
section (1) a prison officer finds any prohibited article or any property 
b e l o n g i n g to the G o v e r n m e n t in u s e in a pr i son he m a y a r r e s t the 
person or the person in the vehicle who appears to have charge of the 
article o r p r o p e r t y a n d sha l l , a s s o o n a s p r a c t i c a b l e , c a u s e s u c h 
p e r s o n to be h a n d e d ove r to a police officer or, in the a b s e n c e of a 
police officer, to be taken to the nearest police station. 

(5) Any s e a r c h of a w o m a n u n d e r this sec t ion shal l be m a d e by 
another woman with due regard to decency. 

13.-(1) Any pr ison officer m a y u s e s u c h force a g a i n s t a p r i soner 
as is r e a s o n a b l y n e c e s s a r y in order to m a k e him o b e y lawful o^fef£ f° r ' 
w h i c h he r e f u s e s to o b e y o r in o r d e r to m a i n t a i n disc ipl ine i g ^ ™ ° n 

prison. 
(2) Any prison officer may use any w e a p o n s , including firearms, 

which may have been issued to him against a prisoner if such prisoner-
(a) is e s c a p i n g or a t tempting to e s c a p e a n d re fuses , w h e n called 

upon, to re torn; or 
(b) is e n g a g e d with o ther p e r s o n s in breaking out or a t tempt ing 

to b r e a k ou t o f a n y p a r t o f a p r i son a n d C o n t i n u e s to b r e a k 
out or to a t tempt to b r e a k out when called upon to desis t ; or 

(c) is e n g a g e d with o thers in r iotous b e h a v i o u r in a pr i son a n d 
refuses to desist when called upon to do so; or 

(d) is e n d a n g e r i n g the life of, or is likely to inflict g rave injury 
to, the prison officer or to any other prison officer or to any other 
pe r son a n d the use of w e a p o n s , including firearms, is the only 
practicable way of controlling the prisoner: 

Provided that weapons shall not be used as authorized in paragraphs 
(a), (b) and (c) ofthis subsection unless the officer has reasonable cause 
to believe that he cannot otherwise prevent the e s c a p e , breaking out or 
riotous behavior, as the case may be , and has given a warning to such 
pr i soner that he is a b o u t to u s e such w e a p o n s aga ins t him and such 
warning is unheeded: 

And provided further tha t no pr ison officer shall, in the p r e s e n c e 
of his senior officer, use his weapons against a prisoner as authorized 
under paragraphs (a), (b) or (c) ofthis subsection except under the 
orders of such senior officer: 
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And provided further that the use of a weapon under this section shall 
be aimed, as far as possible, to disable and not to kill. 

14. Any officer-in-charge may c a u s e pho tog raphs , m e a s u r e m e n t s , 
footpr in ts a n d c a s t s the reo f , p a l m pr in t s o r f ingerpr in t s t o b e 
taken of any prisoner by any prison officer or other person authorized 

by the Commiss ioner in that behalf, and where any pe r son refuses to 
permit his photographs, measurements , footprints or casts thereof, palm 
prints or fingerprints to be taken, the officer may, use or c a u s e to be 
u s e d such force as may be n e c e s s a r y to secure the photographs , foot­
prints or casts thereof, palm prints or fingerprints as the case m a y b e : 

P r o v i d e d t h a t t he p h o t o g r a p h s , m e a s u r e m e n t s , footprints a n d 
c a s t s the reof , p a l m pr ints a n d f ingerpr in ts o f a p r i s o n e r w h o i s 
s u b s e q u e n t l y acqui t ted a n d d i s c h a r g e d shal l be de s t r oyed upon the 
prisoner's release by the court. 

15.-(1) Where the defence to any suit instituted aga ins t a prison 
officer is t h a t the a c t c o m p l a i n e d of w a s d o n e in o b e d i e n c e to a 
certificate or w a r r a n t purpor t ing to be i s s u e d by a cour t or o t h e r 

competen t authority, the court shall, upon production ofthe certificate 
o r w a r r a n t a n d u p o n p roof t ha t the ac t c o m p l a i n e d o f w a s d o n e in 
o b e d i e n c e to s u c h certificate or war ran t , e n t e r j u d g m e n t in favour 
of such prison officer. 

(2) No proof o f the s ignature on a certificate or warrant shal l be 
required unless the court has reason to doubt the genu ineness thereof; 
and where it shall be proved that such signature is not genuine , judg­
ment shall never theless be given in favour of. the prison officer if it is 
p r o v e d tha t , a t the t ime the a c t c o m p l a i n e d o f w a s commi t t ed , he 
bel ieved on r ea sonab l e grounds that the s ignature was genu ine . 

16. P r i son officers shall, sub jec t to the ex igenc ies o f the se rv ice , 
be g ran ted leave in a c c o r d a n c e with the regulations m a d e unde r this 
Act.

RETIREMENT BENEFITS WHICH MAYBE GRANTED To NON-PENSIONABLE 

OFFICERS 

17. Every n o n - p e n s i o n a b l e pr ison officer of or be low the rank of 
prison officer Grade I shall, on discharge after continuous good service 

extending over a per iod of not less than twelve y e a r s , be eligible to 
r ece ive a gratuity ca lcu la ted at the rate of two-thirds of a mon th ' s 
p a y of the rank in which he was serving at the time of d ischarge for 
e v e r y c o m p l e t e d y e a r of serv ice up to a m a x i m u m of twen ty -one 
years.

PART V 

MEDICAL OFFICERS 

20. (1) There shall be a medical officer responsible for every p r i son v l e d i c a l 

officers 
(2) The medica l officer shall be respons ib le for the heal th of all 

p r i sone r s in a p r i son a n d shal l c a u s e all p r i sone r s to be medica l ly 
examined at such times as may be prescribed. 

(3) A medical officer may, whether or not a prisoner consents thereto, 
take or cause to be taken such action (including the forcible feeding, 
inocula t ion , vacc ina t i on a n d a n y o t h e r t r e a t m e n t o f t h e p r i sone r , 
whether ofthe like nature or otherwise) as he may consider n e c e s s a r y 
to s a f e g u a r d or r e s to re the hea l th o f t h e p r i s o n e r or to p r e v e n t the 
spread of disease. 

(4) All actions of a medical officer, prison officer, medical orderly, or 
other person acting under subsection (3) or in pursuance of directions 
given thereunder, shall be lawful. 

21.-(1) The medical officer shall examine every pr isoner on adm^-d^a i 
sion and prior to d ischarge , and shall record the state of health oJatbigiation 
pr i sone r a n d s u c h o the r part iculars as m a y be p resc r ibed , ancJfuwtfters 
so examined every pr isoner on admiss ion shall, so far as is poss ib le , 
be kept apart from other prisoners. 

(2) The medical officer shall examine daily every prisoner in solitary 
confinement or hospital, or reported to him as being sick. 

(3) The medical officer shall enter in a register, kept for the purpose, 
his comments on the cases sent to him for treatment. 
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22. The medical officer shall, on the death of any prisoner, record in 
the register, the following particulars, so far as they can be ascertained, 
n a m e l y : -

(a) the day on which the deceased first complained of illness, or was 
observed to be ill; 

(b) the labour, if any, on which he was engaged on that day; 
(c) the scale of his diet on that day; 
(d) the day on which he was admitted to hospital; 
(e) the day on which the medical officer was first informed of the 

illness; 
(f) the nature ofthe disease; 

(g) when the deceased was last seen before his death by the medical 
officer; 

(h) w h e n the p r i soner died, a n d (in c a s e s whe re a p o s t m o r t e m 
examination is made ) an account ofthe appea rance after death , 
t o g e t h e r with a n y s p e c i a l r emarks t ha t a p p e a r to the m e d i c a l 
officer to be relevant. 

P A R T VI 
ESTABLISHMENT AND CONTROL OF PRISONS 

Declaration 23,(1) The Minister m a y , by not ice in the Gazette, dec l a re a n y 
tionofSS c a"building, enclosure or place, or any thereof, to be a prison for the 
prisons p u r p o s e s of this Act, a n d m a y , in a like m a n n e r , d e c l a r e t h a t a n y 

prison shall c e a s e to be a prison for the purposes ofthis Act and may 
classify prisons so declared as aforesaid into grades and may prescribe 
the privileges applicable to each class ofprisons. 

(2) Every prison shall include the grounds and buildings within the 
prison enclosure and also any other grounds or buildings belonging or 
a t t ached thereto and u s e d by prisoners or the staff of the prison. 

(3) In any writ, warrant or other legal instrument in which it may be 
n e c e s s a r y to describe a particular prison any description designating a 
prison by reference to the name ofthe place or town where it is situated, 
or other definite description, shall be valid and sufficient for all purposes. 

Temporary 2 4 . W h e n e v e r -
prisons 

(a) it appears to the Commiss ioner that the number of prisoners in 
any prison is g rea te r than can conveniently be a c c o m m o d a t e d 
therein and that it is not convenient to transfer the excess number 
to some other prison; or 

(b) owing to the outbreak of epidemic disease within a prison or for 
any other reason , it is desirable to provide for temporary shelter 
or safe custody of any prisoners, 

such provision shall be m a d e as the Commissioner , with the approval 
ofthe Minister, may direct for the shelter and safe custody in temporary 
prisons of so many ofthe prisoners as cannot be conveniently or safely 
accommodated in the prison, and every such temporary prison shall be 
deemed to be a prison for the purposes ofthis Act.

ADMS S ION AND CUS TODY OF PRIS ONERS 

25.-(1) No pr i soner shall be admit ted into a prison un less a c c o n j m j s S i o n 0 f 
p a n i e d by a r e m a n d war ran t , certificate, w a r r a n t or o t h e r ordepr-isafers 
detention, or wanant of conviction or of committal. 

(2) Subject to such conditions as may be prescribed, an infant child 
of a female prisoner may be received into prison with its mother. 

(3) The officer-in-charge shall verify that the prisoner is the person 
named in the warrant, certificate or order, and that such warrant, certifi­
cate or order b e a r s the s ignature a n d s e a l o f the Court or c o m p e t e n t 
authority and in all o ther respec t s complies with the requirements of 
law. 

(4) The officer-in-charge shall keep every such warrant, certificate or 
order, or certified true copies thereof throughout the period during which 
the person refened to therein is in his custody. 

(5) Upon the admission to prison of any person the officer-in-charge 
shall c a u s e to be r eco rded such particulars regarding such p e r s o n as 
m a y b e prescribed. 

26. A p r i s o n e r w h o is being removed or transferred from one priBififcnner in 
to another, shall, while outside the prison, be kept in the custody ofsthey of 
prison officer directed to convey him and shall be d e e m e d to be inflfeeta-
lawful cus tody o f the officer-in-charge o f the pr ison at which su^ffg e
